Chairman’s Statement

Dear Shareholders,

On behalf of the board of directors (the “Board”) of Tianyun International Holdings Limited (the “Company” or
“Tianyun International”) and its subsidiaries (collectively referred to as the “Group”), | am pleased to present our
annual report for the year ended 31 December 2019 (the “Year under Review").

Sustained global economic slowdown and turbulent China-US trade friction in 2019 have brought uncertainty to the
general economic environment. With the completion of the first stage of trade negotiations between China and
the US in January this year, there has been some improvement in the global economic sentiment. Domestically,
a series of policy measures aimed at stimulating consumption has been launched to allow China’s economy to
operate in a reasonable band. Through tireless efforts of the Group's entire staff, working and resolving difficulties
together as one team, a management team in pursuance of excellence, and strong operational execution and
effective overall development strategy, the Group made full use of market opportunities in 2019, achieving steady
growth in results, remarkable accomplishment in expanding production capacity, developing business and internal
improvements. Annual revenue exceeded the RMB1 billion threshold for the first time. The domestic market
share of our own brand products has continuously increased, and revenue has sustained consecutive double-digit
growth for numerous years. Among others, the Group has achieved positive development in areas such as brand
reputation, new product types and industrial research and development collaboration, strategic partnership, future
development strategy and corporate social responsibility, contributing to a solid foundation for the Group’s future
development.

Under the momentum of rapid urbanization across China, consumer demands for safe, convenient and healthy
food continue to expand. According to a recent analysis report on China’s processed fruits and vegetables market
industry published by Euromonitor International, a global institution on the field of market data and research,
Tianyun International has become a leading enterprise in the industry, while the industry market size of 2019
has grown by 8% year-on-year to RMB12 billion, and its expected growth is higher than year-on-year growth of
production volume, reflecting a 3% increase from the average unit price of processed fruits and vegetables. The
report’s market analysis also validates the Group’s operating strategy for its own brand business in recent years,
leading the consumption trend in the snack food-related market. For instance, long before it was reported that
products of portable small packaging could be expected to be a hit in the market, the Group has already been
producing such products in trendy portable small packaging for young consumers.

Based on our mission to “produce healthy and safe food, make happy and blissful lives”, we have been relentlessly
developing our mid and long-term competitive advantages in recent years. We have maintained efforts in
developing and optimising product types and packaging to drive product enhancement, launching products with
new packaging and fruit flavours, satisfying the various needs of consumers with a rich and a diverse product
portfolio, and increase product awareness among various target consumer groups through sustained efforts in
expanding multiple sales channels. During the Year Under Review, the Group has benefited from the gradual
growth of reputation for our own brands, and drove up sales numbers on several e-commerce platforms such as
TMall, WeChat Mcmore and Pinduoduo. To engage young consumers who are avid users of streaming platforms,
we have increased product advertising on certain popular streaming platforms such as TikTok, resulting in, among
others, a notable increase in sales of “Fruit Sorbet” (F8)£#f), a proprietary pure fruit snack product from own
research and development and production.
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As one of the food enterprises with the most complete and comprehensive set of quality certifications, the Group
is committed to providing customers with healthy and safe products and has always been dedicated to following
stringent international production standards, having been accredited with BRC(A), IFS Food (High), HALAL,
QS, KOSHER, BSCI, 1SO22000 and passed the internal food production standard reviews and audits of several
European and US supermarket chains in respect of our production facilities, quality control and management.
Meanwhile, we continued to supply our products to domestic and international customers with “Equal production
line; Equal standard; Equal quality” standards. During the past year, the Group was awarded “40th Anniversary of
the Reform and Opening Up of the Country — China Canned Food Brand Award”, “2019 China Canned Food Leading
Brand” and “China Canned Food Leading Enterprise” by China Canned Food Industry Association. The Group also
made the Most Valuable Chinese Brands for a third consecutive year and exceeded the RMB1 billion threshold in
assessed brand value for the first time and was also elected as a corporate member of the 2nd Council of the China
Council for Brand Development. The various quality accreditations and brand accolades we have earned show the
high level of market recognition of the Group's outstanding brand value and influence, and also reflect the steady
growth of market share and consumer recognition for the Group's own brand products.

Looking forward, the Group will continue to optimise our business operations and enhance effectiveness of
sustainable development, while continuing to honour our primary aim of providing healthy, delicious, safe and
convenient fruit products to consumers. We will also continue to look at corporate social responsibility matters and
commit ourselves to charitable causes, caring for the disadvantaged elderlies and children within our community.
We continue to respond enthusiastically to the national poverty alleviation strategy, assisting rural villages in their
fight against poverty, fulfilling our social responsibility as a sustainable development corporation. Furthermore, the
Group has been closely monitoring the developments of the outbreak of coronavirus disease (COVID-19) and has
organised our companies and employees to contribute to relief efforts. We have donated approximately 12 tonnes
of canned fruits to the Red Cross of the Linyi City Hedong District and Dangyang City to encourage the frontline
medical workers to fight against the epidemic. Standing together as one in this time, we are sure that we will
survive this outbreak.

During the past year, the Group has achieved several development milestones, which would not have been
possible without the strong support of our business partners, the efforts of our entire staff team, and the trust
placed on us by consumers at large. On behalf of the Board, | would like to extend my sincere gratitude to our
shareholders, business partners, customers and consumers for their support and trust. As chairman and chief
executive officer of the Group, |, together with our management team, will continue to serve faithfully in our
positions, survive in the face of difficulties, recreate our successes, and continue to bring fresh dynamics to drive
the Group’s future growth and sustainable development, take the Company to greater heights, and bring maximum
returns to our shareholders.

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Management Discussion and Analysis

Tianyun International Holdings Limited (the “Company"”) and its subsidiaries (collectively referred to as the “Group”
or “Tianyun International”) is principally engaged in (i) the production and sales of processed fruit products
packaged in metal containers, plastic cups and glass containers and (ii) trading of fresh fruit. Processed fruit
products are sold under our own brands and on an OEM basis.

As one of the food enterprises with the most complete set of quality certifications, the Group is committed
to providing customers with healthy and safe products and has always been dedicated to following stringent
international production standards, having been accredited with BRC(A), IFS Food (High), FDA, HALAL, SC,
KOSHER, BSCI, 1SO22000 and passed the internal food production standard reviews and audits of several
European and US supermarket chains in respect of our production facilities, quality control and management.
Meanwhile, the Group has been supplying products of equivalent quality to domestic and international markets
as a "Equal production line; Equal standard; Equal quality” food production and export enterprise. Since 2016,
the Group’s own brands of quality processed food products have continuously obtained a high degree of market
recognition and have been awarded by a national institution the honour and qualification of “China Canned Product
Quality Certification Label”, becoming the first fruit processor in China’s fruit processing industry to place the
“Zero Added Preservatives” label on its products.

BUSINESS REVIEW

In 2019, the Group continued to receive multiple accolades, including the “40th Anniversary of the Reform and
Opening Up of the Country - China Canned Food Brand Award”, “2019 China Canned Food Leading Brand” and
“China Canned Food Leading Enterprise” by the China Canned Food Industry Association. The Group also made the
Most Valuable Chinese Brands for the third consecutive year and surpassed the RMB1 billion threshold in assessed
brand value for the first time and was also elected as a corporate member of the 2nd Council of the China Council
for Brand Development. All these show the high level of market recognition for the Group’s outstanding brand
value and influence, and also reflect the steady growth of market share and consumer recognition for the Group's
own brand products.

According to a recent analysis report on China’s processed fruits and vegetables market industry published by
Euromonitor International, a global institution on the field of market data and research, Tianyun International is a
leading enterprise in the industry, while the industry market size of 2019 has grown by 8% year-on-year to RMB12
billion.

For the Year Under Review, the Group's annual revenue exceeded the RMB1 billion threshold for the first time.
Revenue, gross profit and net profit grew by 13.0%, 12.4%, and 14.6%, to RMB1,062.8 million, RMB296.0
million, and RMB169.1 million respectively. Business of our brand sustained rapid growth, with segment revenue
increasing by 31.0% to RMB631.8 million, representing 59.4% of the Group's total revenue, proving the success of
the Group’s business strategy of positioning itself as a food consumption goods enterprise led by the Group’s own
brands. In view of the Company’s positive results and sufficient cash flow, the Board recommends a final dividend
of HK$0.03 per share for 2019, representing a growth of 11.1% compared to 2018.

Own Brand and OEM Business

Revenue for products under the Group's own brands, including, “& X2 (Bingo Times)”, “XERK (Tiantong
Times)” and “ /M (fruit zz)” have maintained steady growth during the Year Under Review. Besides continuing
active participation in various international and domestic fairs and exhibitions, the Group has been endeavouring
to expand into strong sales channels such as regional distributors and large chain supermarkets, enabling well-
managed development of the sales network of our own brand and expanding product coverage to 27 provinces,
direct municipalities and autonomous regions across the country, as well as 306 exclusive regional distributors,
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covering renowned chain supermarkets including Auchan, RT-MART, CR Vanguard, AEON, Beijing Jingkelong and
Jinan Hualian. The Group successfully enhanced consumer interaction and increased sales through organising
various promotional activities. At the same time, the Group expended extra efforts in revolutionising product
flavours and packaging with the launch of several small package products and innovative fruit sorbet, bringing
different product experiences to consumers. Through diversified marketing and promotional efforts, the Group
and its products built up an established brand image and stand firmly at the forefront of leading healthy food
enterprises.

As the online sales of physical goods in the PRC has grown in recent years, the Group has continued to optimize
the operation of its e-commerce platforms, in order to capture the opportunity presented by the rapid growth of
online retail, satisfy the demands of different consumer groups of the online channel, and distinguish itself among
fierce industrial competition. During the Year Under Review, the Group conducted a comprehensive upgrade of
product packaging, labelling and cartons as well as an update to its online shop website. We implemented various
online sales and brand strategies including offering rewards, increasing product types and fruit flavours, which
enhanced the online image of our own brand. The Group also responded to consumers’ preferences of online
shopping and streaming platforms, promoted products and built brand image on popular live streaming platforms
such as TikTok, and successfully increased public access to our online e-commerce shops, which drove and
increased product sales. In this respect, the Group has achieved a satisfying performance across online sales
platforms from TMall, Wechat Commerce to Pinduoduo.

Moreover, the Group's OEM business maintained stable growth with seamless cooperation with renowned
international food brands and continued to expand our customer base. The Group’s OEM processed food products
are eventually exported to a relatively dispersed range of regions, allowing us to effectively diversify risks
associated with an overly concentrated customer base. As the global market’'s appetite for processed fruit products
made in China remains massive, the Group will continue to explore more business partnership opportunities in
Japan and seek new and quality clients in other markets, such as Canada, Europe, Australia and New Zealand, in
order to drive sustainable development in our OEM business.

Trading of Fresh Fruit

For years, the Group has selected and resold a small portion of fresh fruit to domestic fresh fruit wholesalers. A
renowned data analytics consultant and Alibaba Group Holding Limited jointly published the 2019 Online Fresh
Food Consumption Development Trends Report, predicting that the fresh food market size will grow to RMB1
trillion by 2025. With online shopping becoming part of daily life, there is massive potential in the online fresh
food market. The Group closely monitors the development of China's fresh fruit market, actively seeking partners
that have both domestic and international fresh fruit sales channels and reputable Chinese brands associated with
fresh fruits, in order to promote more sales, exchange and processing of fresh fruits from different origins of both
domestic and overseas market, and bring a richer and more diversified variety of quality fruits and processed fruits
to the consumers at large.

Production Capacity, Research and Development

The Group has continued to improve production facilities during the Year Under Review, in order to raise our level
of automation and production efficiency. Currently, the Group has completed the land acquisition for the No. 5 and
No. 6 production workshops in Shandong, and preparation work is under way and various construction projects are
expected to commence as soon as possible and complete in the first half of 2021. During the Year Under Review,
Tiantong Food (Yichang) Ltd. ("Yichang Tiantong”) has continued to transform its facilities and enhance its capacity,
effectively increasing the Group's production capacity for new products and existing processed fruit products,
while also facilitating the Group’s arrangements with warehousing and transportation of its own brand products
in Central China as well as developing subtropical fruit products. During the Year Under Review, Yichang Tiantong
carried out production smoothly and has successfully increased production capacity and fulfilled its production
goals in 2019 during its production peak season in the second half of 2019.
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The Group is of the view that innovation is fundamental to corporate development. Only through research and
innovation can an enterprise continuously maintain dynamics in development and thus achieving better and faster
development. The Group always upgrades and improves its production technology and products to achieve healthy
and long-term development. Being committed to its mission of food safety, the Group has actively invested in
research and development of new products with its proprietary and core technology to satisfy consumers at large
for their desire of new tastes and demands for diverse fruit products. During the Year Under Review, the Group
was accredited as the 8th batch of the municipal level “One Technique for One Enterprise” R&D centre (55 )\ #t T
[ — 4> — Hfir | 57 3 & ) by the municipal government of Linyi City of Shandong Province. This is a significant
recognition on the Group's capability on its independent innovation.

Furthermore, the Group has gradually achieved its operating goal of deseasonalisation. During the Year Under
Review, the Group successfully utilised new modern cold storage technology to extend fruit storage period and
stretching a longer seasonal cycle for fruit processing. The Group also launched more types of processed fruit
products, such as loquat, mango, and grape, to satisfy consumers at large. Additionally, the Group successfully
developed a proprietary formula for a functional sport drink and obtained the relevant production permit. The
Group has entered into the final stage of development of new products such as fruit tea and fruit-flavoured bubble
tea. The Group will commence production of and launch various special beverage products depending on market
conditions.

Merger and Acquisition and Strategic Partnership

During the Year Under Review, the Group has also actively built on its strength through merger and acquisition
and implementing strategic measures. Besides the signing of a memorandum of partnership with Sichuan
Development Holding Ltd (P9 )11 3 & (3 R%) A [R & £ A 7, “SDH") at the beginning of 2019 to leverage both
parties’ strengths and deepen cooperation in the agriculture field, the Group established a joint venture company
in Sichuan Province of PRC with Sichuan Yizhan Enterprise Co., Ltd., (FU)I[14 B & ¥ B R A 7], “Sichuan Yizhan"),
a subsidiary of Sichuan Development International Holding Company Ltd (“SDIH"), to jointly develop a supply
chain for processed agricultural and food products as well as a base for supply of raw materials that comply with
international standards. In June 2019, the Group, SDIH and SC Foods Co., Ltd. (“SC Foods"), a Japanese food
enterprise, signed a tripartite “memorandum of strategic cooperation”, intending to develop strategic cooperation
in respect of the international market, which includes assisting the Group to implement and operate the food
processing and international trading centre project. The Group is confident that a partnership positioning in a
precise way on the domestic and international levels will provide greater drive for long-term business development
and develop fruit products such as freeze-dried, fruit conserve, jelly, fruit sorbet and fresh fruits etc. with regional
characteristics. During the Year Under Review, the Group has actively commenced vital preliminary work such as
land acquisition, environmental, safety, filing, and design works etc. for its Sichuan project.

Outlook

In 2019, we maintained robust sales growth in our target markets with steady expansion for both online and offline
distribution networks. Meanwhile, various financial and operation indices also show stable positive development,
giving us confidence in the Group’'s mid and long-term prospects. Looking forward, under a strong and stable
business foundation, together with the smooth and gradual progress in the agriculture collaboration project with
Sichuan Development, and expected increase in overall capacity of the Group, we will continue to integrate merger
and acquisition and inherent growth strategies to consolidate our position as market leader. Having entered into
the strategic cooperation with SC Foods from Japan in mid-2019, we will continue to promote quality agricultural
products and related processed food products to the global market.
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Since the Group established its strategic partnership with a renowned beverage enterprise in November 2019,
we will develop special and sport beverage products and construct relevant facilities and production lines. The
Group's products in the future will expand from the current focus on various processed fruit and related products
to the beverage field, which is in line with our committed deseasonalisation strategy in recent years. As for new
packaging, it is expected that a new form of Tetra Pak packaging that is more environmentally friendly, convenient
and oriented towards the PRC market will be launched along with the new project in Shandong with regard to No.
5 and No.6 production workshops. The new packaging is expected to lead to significant increase in product types
and specifications, and raise volume of production orders.

In the future, the management will focus on the “fruit processing” industrial chain, continue to actively procure
strategic partnership, merger and acquisition and investment opportunities with subtropical fruit businesses and
international food and beverage brands, improve comprehensively the Group's operation efficiency, intensify
deseasonalisation, increase product types, enhance and upgrade product packaging and design, optimise and
expand our distributor network, strengthen brand competitiveness, and implement online and offline advertising
and promotion for our products with different positioning, in order to boost the Group’s revenue and profitability,
and ensure our success.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Revenue

During the Year Under Review, our revenue increased to approximately RMB1,062.8 million from approximately
RMB940.5 million for the year ended 31 December 2018, representing an increase of approximately RMB122.3
million or 13.0%. The Group continued to sell its processed fruit products under its own brand and on an OEM
basis, and engaged in trading of fresh fruits. The increase in revenue was mainly attributable to the increase
in the sales of our own brand products of approximately RMB149.5 million during the Year Under Review, and
was partially offset by a moderate decrease in the OEM sales, and fresh fruit sales and others of approximately
RMB23.8 million and RMB3.4 million respectively.

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During the Year Under Review, processed fruit products sold under our own brand accounted for 59.4% (2018:
51.3%) of the total revenue and represented the largest business segment of the Group. Own brand sales
increased from approximately RMB482.3 million for the year ended 31 December 2018 to approximately RMB631.8
million for the year ended 31 December 2019, representing a growth of 31.0%. The increase was mainly
contributed by the continuous increase in the number of exclusive regional distributors and the growing sales from
the distributors in most of the key provinces in the PRC. The number of our exclusive distributors increased from
210 as at the date of annual report for the year ended 31 December 2018 to 306 as at the date of this report. During
the Year Under Review, the revenue from own brand sales through online channels increased by approximately
RMB1.9 million or 2.6% to RMB73.7 million (2018: RMB71.8 million).

Revenue from processed fruit products sold on an OEM basis continued to contribute a significant portion of
the total revenue of the Group and represented 31.8% (2018: 38.5%) of the total revenue during the Year Under
Review. Our processed fruit products are mainly sold to international and well-known brand owners either by our
Group directly to overseas brand owners and trading entities, or through local import and export entities based in
the PRC. During the Year Under Review, revenue from OEM sales moderately decreased by RMB23.8 million or
6.6% from approximately RMB362.3 million for the year ended 31 December 2018 to approximately RMB338.5
million for the year ended 31 December 2019.

We also sold fresh fruit and revenue contributed by fresh fruit sales and others represented 8.7% of the total
revenue for the year ended 31 December 2019 (2018: 10.2%). Revenue from fresh fruit sales and others during
the Year Under Review slightly decreased by RMB3.4 million or 3.5% to approximately RMB92.5 million. Revenue
from fresh fruit sales during the Year Under Review was broadly the same as in 2018 and the decrease was mainly
attributable to the drop in the revenue from frozen fruit sales and other miscellaneous items.

Other income, and other losses, net

During the Year Under Review, other income mainly represented government subsidies and rental income
from investment properties. Other losses, net represented the fair value change on investment properties and
contingent consideration payable with regard to the acquisition of Yichang Tiantong.

Gross profit for the year ended 31 December 2019 increased to approximately RMB296.0 million from
approximately RMB263.3 million for the year ended 31 December 2018, representing a year-on-year increase of
RMB32.7 million, or 12.4%. The increase was mainly driven by increase in revenue from own brand sales and
reduction in cost of sales from OEM sales and fresh fruit sales.

During the Year Under Review, the gross profit margin was 27.9% which was broadly the same as in 2018.

The gross profit margin from the OEM sales improved mainly because the extent of increase in the average selling
price of OEM products was generally higher than the extent of increase in average production cost during the Year
Under Review. The drop in the gross profit margin of own brand sales was mainly due to the change of the sales
of the processed fruit product mix and our strategy to keep a similar level of average selling price during the Year
Under Review. We also provided more incentives to the distributors in order to encourage distributors to organize
more promotion activities in their respective exclusive distribution regions. With regard to gross profit margin of
fresh fruit sales and others, if certain other and miscellaneous adjustments are excluded, the gross profit margin of
fresh fruit sales would increase slightly to 24.8% for the year ended 31 December 2019 (2018: 24.2%).

Selling and distribution expenses

Selling and distribution expenses mainly include the transportation and delivery costs, promotion and advertising
expenses, and salary and related staff costs from sales and marketing department. For the year ended 31
December 2019, the selling and distribution expenses increased from approximately RMB14.3 million for the year
ended 31 December 2018 to approximately RMB18.3 million, representing a year-on-year increase of approximately
RMB4.0 million, or 28.0%. The increase was mainly attributable to revenue growth, and more promotion and
marketing activities with distributors for our own brand business during the Year Under Review.

General and administrative expenses

General and administrative expenses mainly include salary expenses and related staff costs for management
and administrative departments, professional fees, depreciation, foreign exchange differences, and various taxes
with regard to the use of land and buildings. The amount increased from RMB34.9 million for the year ended 31
December 2018 to RMB46.0 million for the year ended 31 December 2019, representing a year-on-year increase of
approximately RMB11.1 million, or 31.8%.

Without taking into accounts the effect of exchange difference and various one-off or non-recurring items, including
bonus reclassification, allowances, disposal of non-current assets and professional fees during the Year Under
Review, general and administrative expenses increased by approximately 11.2% or RMB3.8 million for the year
ended 31 December 2019. The increase was mainly attributable to the increase in research and development costs,
depreciation and general rise in salary expenses.

Income tax expenses

Income tax expenses represent mainly the PRC enterprise income tax payable by our PRC subsidiaries. For the
year ended 31 December 2019, our income tax expenses increased by RMB3.1 million, or approximately 5.9%,
to RMB56.0 million from RMB52.9 million for the year ended 31 December 2018. The increase in the income tax
expenses was primarily due to increase in our PRC assessable income during the Year Under Review.

Management Discussion and Analysis

Net profit and net profit margin

For the year ended 31 December 2019, net profit increased by approximately RMB21.6 million or 14.6% to
approximately RMB169.1 million as compared to approximately RMB147.5 million for the year ended 31 December
2018. The overall increase of net profit during the Year Under Review was mainly due to the growth of revenue and
gross profit, and improvement of net finance costs and income tax expenses. The net profit margin for the Year
Under Review was 15.9% (2018: 15.7%).

Liquidity, financial resources and capital resources

The Group principally meets the requirements for its working capital and other liquidity requirements through a
combination of operating cash flows, capital contributions and bank and other borrowings.

The gearing ratio of the Group as at 31 December 2019 was 22.8% (31 December 2018: 20.6%). Gearing ratio was
calculated based on total debts divided by total equity. The amount of total debts was calculated by aggregating the
bank and other borrowings (excluding the amount due to a substantial shareholder).

The current ratio (calculated based on total current assets divided by total current liabilities) of the Group as at 31
December 2019 was 2.65 (31 December 2018: 2.39).

As at 31 December 2019, our cash and cash equivalents amounted to approximately RMB472.0 million (31
December 2018: RMB464.6 million). Our net current assets was approximately RMB475.6 million as at 31
December 2019, as compared to approximately RMB389.6 million as at 31 December 2018.

The quick ratio (calculated based on total currents assets (excluding inventory) divided by total current liabilities) of
the Group as at 31 December 2019 was 2.30 (31 December 2018: 2.05). With stable cash inflows generated in the
daily business operation, the Group has sufficient financial resources for potential future expansion.

The Group manages its capital structure by maintaining a balance between the equity and debts. The Group makes
adjustments to the capital structure from time to time in light of the changes in economic conditions affecting the
Group.

The Group has not experienced any material difficulties or adverse effects on its operations or liquidity as a result
of fluctuations in currency exchange rates during the Year Under Review.
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Capital structure

The Group's total equity and liabilities amounted to approximately RMB894.1 million and RMB297.7 million,
respectively as at 31 December 2019 (31 December 2018: RMB766.1 million and RMB323.8 million).

Bank and other borrowings, and net finance costs

As at 31 December 2019, the total amount of interest-bearing bank and other borrowings was approximately
RMB203.4 million (31 December 2018: RMB157.8 million). During the Year Under Review, the Group increased net
bank borrowings of approximately RMB45.6 million.

Net finance costs of the Group decreased from RMB12.0 million for the year ended 31 December 2018 to RMB9.0
million for the year ended 31 December 2019, representing a decrease of approximately RMB3.0 million or 25.0%.
Such decrease was mainly attributable to the increase in interest income and the full repayment of the outstanding
principal under the convertible bonds and the interest accrued in the last quarter of 2018 and no interest expenses
related to convertible bonds was incurred in 2019. The extent of decrease of interest expenses was offset by the
increase in bank borrowings and interest paid to a substantial shareholder for a loan of one-year term during the
Year Under Review.

Pledged assets

The Group pledged its right-of-use assets (2018: leasehold land and land use rights) and buildings as collateral for
the bank borrowings. As at 31 December 2019, the net book value of pledged right-of-use assets and buildings
amounted to approximately RMB138.0 million (31 December 2018: land and buildings RMB143.6 million).

Capital expenditure

During the Year Under Review, we made several improvement works and built some key environmental protection
facilities for the sustainable development of own business. Our total capital expenditure amounted to RMB45.4
million (2018: RMB10.7 million). Regarding our production base in Shandong province, approximately RMB13.7
million were incurred to improve our production workshops, renovate our new office in the integrated development
centre and add new plants and equipment. We also acquired the land use rights of a parcel of land that is adjacent
to our existing production base in Shandong province with a total cost of approximately RMB15.6 million. The
prepayment under non-current assets during the Year Under Review was related to the prepayment for the
planning and construction works for the new No. 5 and No. 6 workshops in Shandong.

With regard to our production base in Hubei province, additional expenditure of approximately RMB30.4 million was
incurred in building a new sewage treatment system, improving the production workshop and adding new plants
and equipment.

Interest rate risk

The Group has not used any derivatives to hedge against interest rate risk. The interest rate risk of the Group arises
from the bank balances at floating interest rates, and the bank and other borrowings. The bank borrowing obtained
at variable rates exposes the Group to cash flow interest rate risk which is partially offset by the bank balances held
at variable rates. The borrowings of the Group at fixed interest rates also expose the Group to fair value interest
rate risk. During the Year Under Review, the bank and other borrowings of the Group at variable rates and fixed
rates were all denominated in Renminbi or HKD. The cash deposits placed with banks generate interest at the
prevailing market interest rate.
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Foreign currency exposure

The Group mainly operates in the PRC and most of the transactions are conducted in Renminbi. The Group is
exposed to foreign exchange risk arising from various currency exposures, primarily with respect to bank deposits,
bank and other loans and trade receivables denominated in the United States dollars or Hong Kong dollars. Foreign
exchange risk also arises from sales transactions in foreign currencies with overseas customers which have been
mostly conducted in United States dollars. The monetary assets of the Group were denominated in Hong Kong
dollars, Renminbi and United States dollars. The Group has not implemented any hedging measures to mitigate the
aforesaid foreign exchange risk. The management will monitor its foreign exchange exposure from time to time and
will consider implementing hedging measures if necessary.

Human resources

As at 31 December 2019, the number of employees of the Group was 722 (31 December 2018: 736). The total staff
costs, including Directors’ emoluments, amounted to approximately RMB61.8 million for the Year Under Review
(31 December 2018: approximately RMB49.4 million). The emoluments payable to the Directors are subject to their
respective terms of engagement approved by the Remuneration Committee having regard to the operating results
of the Group, the performance of individual Directors and comparable market statistics. The Group implements
remuneration policy, bonus, share option scheme and share award scheme with reference to the performance
of the Group and individual employees. The Group also provides insurances, medical benefits and contribute to
retirement funds for employees so as to sustain the competitiveness of the Group.

Commitments and contingent liabilities

As at 31 December 2019, the Group did not have other material capital commitments. In addition, the Group did not
have any material outstanding contingent liabilities. The capital commitments contracted for but not yet incurred
and provided for as of 31 December 2019, amounted to approximately RMB49.3 million (31 December 2018:
RMB12.8 million).

Material acquisitions and disposals

On 11 February 2019, the Company and Sichuan Yizhan, a subsidiary of a substantial shareholder of the Company,
SDIH, entered into a conditional joint investment agreement, pursuant to which the Company and Sichuan Yizhan
agreed to establish a joint venture company in Sichuan province, the PRC, to fully utilize the respective strengths
of each party, geographical advantages of Sichuan province and policy advantage of the “Belt and Road Initiative”,
to collaborate in developing a supply chain for processed agricultural and food products and a base for supply
of raw materials that complies with international standards. According to the business plan, the Company shall
invest RMB140 million and Sichuan Yizhan shall invest RMB60 million in the registered capital of the joint venture
company. The joint venture company was subsequently established on 30 July 2019 with a registered capital of
RMB200 million. The said capital has not been paid up as at the date of this report.

The acquisition of the land use rights adjacent to our Shandong production base in Shandong province for
establishing the No. 5 and No. 6 production workshops was completed in the last quarter of 2019.

During the year ended 31 December 2019 and up to the date of this report, the Group did not have any other
material acquisitions or disposals of subsidiaries or associated companies.
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The Company is committed to maintaining good corporate governance standard and procedures to ensure the
sound internal control, integrity, transparency and quality of disclosure in order to enhance the shareholders’ value.

Corporate Governance Practice

The Company has adopted the code provisions set out in the CG Code as set out in Appendix 14 to the Listing
Rules. During the Year under Review, the Company has complied with the relevant provisions of the CG Code,
save and except Code provision A.2.1 of the CG Code, details of which are set out under the sub-paragraph headed
“Chairman and Chief Executive Officer” below.

Directors’ Securities Transactions

The Company has adopted the code of conduct regarding directors’ securities transactions as set out in the Model
Code under in Appendix 10 of the Listing Rules. Having made specific enquiry of all Directors, all the Directors have
confirmed that they have complied with the required standards as set out in the Model Code during the Year under
Review.

Board of Directors (“Board”)

The Board is responsible for the leadership and control of the Company and oversees the Group’s businesses,
strategic decisions and performance. Each Director has a fiduciary duty and statutory responsibilities towards
the Company.

Management was delegated with
authorities and responsibilities by the Board for the management of the Group. In addition, the Board has also
delegated various responsibilities to the Board committees.

Except that Ms. Chu Yinghong is the spouse of Mr. Yang Ziyuan, the Board members have no financial, business,
family or other material relationships with each other. Such balanced board composition is formed to ensure strong
independence exists across the Board. The biographical information of the Directors are set out on pages 33 to 37
under the section headed “Biographical Details of Directors and Senior Management”.
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The Board decides on corporate strategies, approves overall business plans and evaluates the Group's financial
performance and management. Specific tasks that the Board delegates to the Group’s management include the
implementation of strategies approved by the Board, the monitoring of operating performance, the implementation
of risk management and internal controls procedures, and the compliance with relevant statutory requirements and
other rules and regulations.

Chairman and Chief Executive Officer

Under code provision A.2.1 of the CG Code as set out in Appendix 14 to the Listing Rules, the responsibilities
between the chairman and chief executive officer should be separate and should not be performed by the same
individual. Mr. Yang is our chief executive officer, and he is also the chairman of our Board as he has considerable
expertise, experience and network in the fruit processing industry. The Board believes that vesting the roles of
both the chairman of our Board and the chief executive officer of the Group in the same person has the benefit of
ensuring consistent leadership within the Group and enables more effective and efficient overall strategic planning
of the Group.

Besides, all major decisions have been made in consultation with members of the Board and appropriate Board
committees. In addition, Directors are encouraged to participate actively in all Board and Board committee
meetings of which they are members, and the Chairman ensures that all issues raised are properly briefed and
adequate time is available for discussion at the Board meetings. The Board is therefore of the view that there are
adequate balance of power and safeguards in place. Nevertheless, the Board will continue to regularly monitor and
review the Group's current structure and to make necessary changes at an appropriate time.

Independent Non-executive Directors

All the three independent non-executive Directors, which represent not less than one-third of the Board,
are persons of high caliber, with academic and professional qualifications in the fields of accounting, legal,
fruit processing, and food and beverage industries. With their experience gained from various sectors, they
provide strong support towards the effective discharge of the duties and responsibilities of the Board. Each
independent non-executive Director has given a confirmation of his/her independence to the Company, and the
Company considers each of them to be independent under Rule 3.13 of the Listing Rules. The independent non-
executive Directors were appointed for a term of three years commencing from 16 June 2018, 27 June 2019
and 11 November 2019 respectively and are subject to retirement by rotation in accordance with the Articles of
Association of the Company.

All Directors are aware of their responsibilities to the shareholders and have exercised their duties with care, skill
and diligence, in pursuit of the development of the Group. Every newly appointed Director will receive an induction
training to ensure that he/she has a proper understanding of the business and operations of the Group and that he/
she is fully aware of his/her duties and responsibilities as a director under applicable rules and requirements.

Risk Management and Internal Control

Sufficient and effective risk management and internal control systems provide reasonable guarantee for the
attainment of the Company’s strategic objectives. In order to guarantee the effectiveness of risk management and
internal control systems, the Group, under the supervision and guidance of the Board, has adopted systematic
risk management methods and established a risk management and internal control organization structure with
clear responsibilities and reporting procedures to identify and alleviate the risks impeding the accomplishment of
corporate objectives, which is in line with the requirements of the Stock Exchange on amendments to relevant CG
Code provisions on risk management.

The Board is responsible for assessing and determining the nature and extent of risks that the Company is willing
to accept for achieving the purposes, and procuring the Company to set up and maintain proper and effective
risk management and internal control systems; and supervising the management’s design, implementation and
monitoring of risk management and internal control system through the Audit Committee.

In addition to monitoring the Company’s finance, internal control and risk management, the Audit Committee is also
responsible for of monitoring the implementation of relevant CG Code provisions on risk management.
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The Chief Executive Officer and senior management team are responsible for the design, implementation and
monitoring of risk management and internal control systems, and confirming the effectiveness of risk management
and internal control systems and compile a report to the Board in this regard at least once a year.

The Risk Control and Internal Audit Department (“RCIA") is responsible for coordinating and arranging risk
assessment and risk response, and promoting risk management and risk assessment. RCIA also has the functions
to arrange post check, audit and monitoring for the risk management and internal control systems, and conduct
independent assessment for internal audit activities.

These systems aim at managing, instead of eliminating, the risks that may impede us from realisation of the
Company's strategy and making reasonable and non-absolute guarantee for material misrepresentation or loss.

Risk management procedures

The Group has established a risk management framework, including the construction of the architecture for the
organisation and definition of the responsibilities of all parties concerned, and prepared risk management policies
and processes and clarified the risk assessment procedures, which, specifically include risk identification, risk
analysis, risk control and risk report.

Step 1: Risk identification — identify current risks exposed to the Group and business and existing management
and control measures therefor.

Step 2: Risk analysis — analyse the possibility, extent of influence and existing management and control
measures, identify risk exposure, and propose further counter-measures.

Step 3: Risk control — implement and periodically detect the identified risks to ensure effective operation of risk
counter-measures.

Step 4: Risk report — summarise the results of risk management analysis, prepare action plans and report to the
management, Audit Committee and the Board.

During the Year under Review, the Group engaged an independent professional advisor to assist the RCIA in
carrying out risk assessment, analysing the risks in terms of possibility and extent of influence, and determining
the risks of the Group. With the assistance of the Audit Committee and those who are responsible for corporate
governance, the Board has reviewed the effectiveness and sufficiency of risk management and internal control
systems of the Group.

Internal control

The Group has developed an internal control mode, following the principle of COSO, consisting of five elements,
i.e. control environment, risk assessment, control, information and communication, and monitoring. In this control
mode, the Group’s management is responsible for design and implementation of internal control measures and
maintenance of the effectiveness thereof, and the Board and Audit Committee will supervise the appropriateness
of internal control measures as designed by the management and the effective implementation of internal control
measures. To further strengthen the management’s responsibilities to the Group's internal control system and
confirmation work on the effectiveness of the Group's internal control systems during the Year under Review,
compliance and internal control department, in accordance with the COSO framework, assisted the management
to set up the internal self-assessment questionnaire, guided the senior management team to make self-
assessment and collected the result thereof. The Chief Executive Officer reviewed the circumstances of the
self-assessment of each senior management, assessed the overall effectiveness of the Group’s internal control
system, and represented the Group's senior management team to submit a letter of confirmation to the Audit
Committee and Board.

In order to comply with the requirements of the CG Code on risk management and internal control of the Group,
the Group has set up RCIA, with an aim to continuously improve the effectiveness of risk management and
internal control of the Group. The RCIA should prepare a risk- oriented annual audit plan, and, on the basis of risk
assessment results, determine the work focus of internal audit that is in line with the organization objective. The
annual plan should be subject to approval by the Audit Committee.
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The establishment of internal control system is for the purpose of management of possible risks instead of
elimination of risks. Meanwhile, the internal control should adapt to the Group's scale of operation, scope of
business, competition and risks, and be subject to adjustments according to changes in circumstances in a
prompt manner. It will be a long-lasting and continuous work for the Group to improve its internal control and risk
management system, execute standard system and strengthen supervision and examination of internal control.

Inside information

The Group has formulated relevant policies and processes for inside information management. It is stipulated that
the Group's sensitive or important information should be collected and determined as to whether it constitutes
inside information by the secretary of the Board, and then be submitted to the management for review and
assessment on the extent of its implications before submission to the Board for discussion and determination
of compliance requirement. With a view to effectively implement the handling procedures for the Group’s inside
information, the Group has provided inside information training for Directors, supervisor, management and other
personnel with possible access to inside information.

Review of the effectiveness of risk management and internal control systems

The Board has, through the Audit Committee, reviewed the adequacy of resources, qualifications and experience
of staff of the Company’s accounting, internal audit and financial reporting functions, and their training programmes
and budget, and was satisfied with the results of the review.

In 2019, the Audit Committee, on behalf of the Board, conducted a review on the effects of the Group's risk
management and internal control systems. As suggested by the Audit Committee, the Board was satisfied that the
Group has complied with the provisions regarding risk management and internal controls as required under the CG
Code. For the Year under Review, the Board is of the view that the risk management and internal control systems
are effective and sufficient, and no issues matters which may affect the Shareholders were identified in the Year
under Review.

For details of the Group’s potential risks identified in the Year under Review and counter-measures therefor, please
refer to the “Report of the Directors” in the annual report.

Auditors’ Remuneration

During the Year under Review, the remuneration provided and paid to the Company’s external auditors,
PricewaterhouseCoopers, was approximately RMB2.5 million and RMBO0.4 million for audit services and non-audit
services respectively. The non-audit services rendered was the fees for the provision of taxation and advisory
services for risk management and internal control.

Directors’ Responsibility for the Consolidated Financial Statements

The Directors acknowledge their responsibility for preparing the financial statements of the Group. The statement
by the auditors of the Company about their reporting responsibilities on the financial statements for the Year under
Review are set out on page 38 of this annual report.

Company Secretary

The Company Secretary is Mr. Ho Ho Tung Armen. The biographical details of the Company Secretary are set out in
the section headed "Biographical Details of Directors and Senior Management” of this annual report. The Company
Secretary took not less than 15 hours of relevant professional training in the Year under Review as required under
Rule 3.29 of the Listing Rules.
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Shareholders’ Rights to Convene a General Meeting

The general meetings of the Company provide an opportunity for communications between the shareholders
and the Board. An annual general meeting of the Company shall be held in each year and at the place as may
be determined by the Board. Each general meeting, other than an annual general meeting, shall be called an
extraordinary general meeting.

Shareholders may convene an extraordinary general meeting of the Company according to the provisions as set
out in the Articles of Association and the BVI Business Companies Act. The procedures shareholders can use to
convene an extraordinary general meeting are set out in the paragraph headed “Procedures for Putting Forward
Proposals by Shareholders at General Meeting” below.

Procedures for Putting Forward Proposals by Shareholders at General Meeting

Any one or more members holding at the date of deposit of the requisition not less than one-tenth of the issued
shares of the Company carrying the right of voting at general meetings of the Company shall at all times have
the right, by written requisition to the Board or the Secretary of the Company, to require an extraordinary general
meeting to be called by the Board for the transaction of any business specified in such requisition.

Putting Enquiries by Shareholders to the Board

To ensure effective communications between the Board and the shareholders and the investment community at
large, the Company's information are communicated to the shareholders and the investment community mainly
through the Company’s financial reports (interim reports and annual reports), and its corporate communications
and other corporate publications on the Company’s website and the Stock Exchange's website. Shareholders and
the investment community may at any time make a request for the Company’s information to the extent such
information is publicly available. Any such questions shall be directed to the Board at the Company's principal place
of business in Hong Kong at Unit 605, 6th Floor, Beautiful Group Tower, 74-77 Connaught Road Central, Central,
Hong Kong or by email at info@tianyuninternational.com.

Constitutional Documents
During the Year under Review, there was no amendment to the articles of association of the Company.

The existing articles of association of the Company are available on the websites of the Stock Exchange and the
Company.

Communications with Shareholders and Investors

The Board recognises the importance of good communications with all shareholders. The Company’s annual
general meeting is a valuable forum for the Board to communicate directly with the shareholders. The Chairman
of the Board as well as the chairman or member of each of the Audit Committee, the Nomination Committee,
the Remuneration Committee and the Strategic Development Committee together with the external auditor are
present to answer shareholders’ questions. The annual report together with annual general meeting circular are
distributed to all the shareholders at least 20 clear business days before the annual general meeting.

Voting by Poll

Pursuant to Rule 13.39(4) of the Listing Rules, any vote of shareholders at a general meeting must be taken by
poll except where the chairman, in good faith, decides to allow a resolution which relates purely to a procedural or
administrative matter to be voted on by a show of hands.
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The directors of the Company (the “Directors”) are pleased to present their annual report with the audited
consolidated financial statements of the Company and its subsidiaries and the independent auditor’s report for the
Year under Review.

Corporate Information

The Company was incorporated in the British Virgin Islands (“BVI") with limited liability on 8 September 2011. The
Company’s shares were listed on the Main Board of Stock Exchange on 7 July 2015 (the “Listing Date").

Principal Activities

The Company is an investment holding company. The Group is principally engaged in (i) the production and sales
of processed fruit products packaged in metal containers, plastic cups and glass containers and (ii) trading of fresh
fruit. Processed fruit products are sold under our own brands and on an OEM basis.

Business Review

Key financial and business performance indicators

A review of the Group’s business and the analysis using the financial key performance indicators are set out on
page 4 to 12 of this annual report under the paragraphs headed “Business Review"” and “Financial Review" in the
section headed “"Management, Discussion and Analysis” of this annual report. In summary, the Group continued to
implement the parallel development strategy on its own brand and OEM business in 2019 and continued to record
a remarkable performance with revenue and gross profit increased by 13.0% and 12.4% respectively, including
approximately 31% year-on-year revenue growth of our own brand products. Net profit for the year increased by
14.6% to RMB169.1 million.

Relationship with Customers and Suppliers

The Group understands the importance of maintaining good relationship with its customers and suppliers to meet
its immediate and long-term business goals. During the Year under Review, there were no material and significant
dispute between the Group and its customers and suppliers.

Compliance with laws and regulations

The Group has compliance and risk management policies and procedures, and members of the senior management
are delegated with the continuing obligation to monitor adherence to and compliance with all significant legal and
regulatory requirements. As far as the Company is aware and save and except for certain deviation from the CG
Code as set out under Appendix 14 of the Listing Rules, it has complied in all material respects with the relevant
laws and regulations that have a significant impact on the business and operation of the Group.

Workplace Quality

The Group always takes human resources as priority. The Group also recognises the importance of good working
relationship with its employees. During the Year under Review, the Group has not experienced any significant
problems with its employees nor significant labour disputes or industrial actions. The Group continued to support
the social responsibilities for long-term, and contribute to the society enthusiastically, as all the related plans
have been arranged since the establishment of the company while promoting the development of enterprises. In
terms of the human resources management, the Group has established a sound personnel management program,
including the protection of labour rights and interests to avoid illegal recruitment as well as the staff training
system, etc. The Directors believe that the Group has good working relationship with its employees as a whole.
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Principal risks and uncertainties

The Group is exposed to a variety of key financial risks including market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk. Details of
the aforesaid key risks and risk mitigation measures are elaborated in Note 3 headed “Financial risk management”
to the Consolidated Financial Statements of this annual report.

In 2019, the Group identified its critical risks through its risk management process. Following the continuous
changes in the scale of business, scope of operation and external environment, the management believe that the
four critical risks disclosed in the 2018 annual report still existed. Due to the coronavirus outbreak, one additional
major risk namely risk in public emergency, also became prominent. In comparison with 2018, international
business environment risk increased due to the China-US trade friction, while the other risks stay at the similar
level as last financial year or decreased. For the effects of each category of risks on the Group, the Group has
provided a detailed description, and prepared corresponding alleviating/avoidance measures to manage such risks.
Details are as follows:

Risk in Public Emergency

Natural disasters, social security events or epidemics, including earthquakes, fires, terrorist attacks, influenza
(such as H1N1 and SARS), novel coronavirus disease (“COVID-19"), etc. may negatively affect the operation of the
Group. Such incidents may cause damage to the logistics network on which the Company and its partners operate,
or the Group may not be able to produce or deliver products to customers on time within a short period due to
government policies and administrative orders. They may also delay the Group’s customers in placing their orders
or settlement of the prices.

Risk Management Measures: The Group has developed corresponding plans for public emergencies. In response
to the epidemic situation of COVID-19, an emergency leading group for epidemic prevention and control was
promptly set up. According to the emergency plan, all team members cooperated with each other, fulfilled their
responsibilities at all levels, carried out detailed implementation, and strictly implemented the prevention and
control measures for COVID-19. The Group has actively communicated with its business partners on material
supply, order production and logistics arrangement; it also pays close attention to the safety of employees, and
issues management policies in a timely manner based on the requirements of the national and local government,
to ensure the safety of employees.

International Business Environment Risk

The Group’s products are sold in both the PRC and overseas market. The uncertainty of the international political
environment and policy trends may have a negative impact on our overseas sales. For example, the recent China-
US trade friction leads to increased US tariffs on Chinese imports, which may lead to the increase of retail price of
our products in the US market, thus causing erosion of the price competitiveness of our products in the US market.
If the China-US trade friction sustains or intensifies, it may adversely affect the business prospects of the Group in
us.

Risk Management Measures: The Group has set up dedicated task force that works closely with management and
external professionals to monitor and identify changes in overseas political environment and trade regulations,
particularly the China-US trade relations, so as to adjust the Group’s overseas sales plan and payment receipts
strategy in a timely manner, and take appropriate measures to ensure that the Group is in compliance with the
applicable laws, regulations and quality standards.
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Merger and Acquisition Risk

In order to satisfy the increasing orders, the Group may expand its production capacity and enrich its product
category or expand sales pipelines through establishing joint ventures with or acquiring other food processing
and manufacturing enterprises in the next few years. As a result, there will be higher requirements for operation
management and post-investment management to the Group.

Risk Management Measures: The Group attaches great importance to risk in merger and acquisition and
investment management, and has established a dedicated team under the board of directors to advise on
acquisition and investment matters. Meanwhile, professionals are engaged to conduct due diligence and assess
the acquisition targets to reduce potential risks of acquisitions like litigation risks and financial risks. The dedicated
team also follows up on the post-investment management, and regularly obtains and reviews the relevant
operating and financial status of the investee companies to ensure that the investment strategy targets can be met.
The Group also regularly evaluates the funding situation and continuously expands financing pipelines to enhance
the financing capabilities, in order to support business development and meet investment needs. The Group may
retain the original qualified management of the target companies to ensure management stability of the target
companies as far as possible. Trainings will also be offered to all staff of the target companies to gradually form a
uniform group culture. In addition, the Group has invested resources in internal audit and internal control function
to empower the acquired and investee companies, and to continuously support the management of the acquired
and investee companies on establishing sound risk management and internal control system.

Risk in respect of Product Quality and Food Safety

Product quality and food safety are crucial to the food processing industry, so the Group has always attached
great importance thereto. The risk in respect of product quality and food safety refers to the defect in products or
failure of meeting relevant standards, or the risk in respect of raw materials, production process and other product-
related food safety issues. Any incidents in connection with product quality and food safety may adversely affect
the confidence of the public towards the products of the Group, which in turn may affect the business and results
of operation of the Group.

Risk Management Measures: The Group is committed to providing healthy and safe products for customers in
strict compliance with international standards and has obtained BRC(A), IFS food (High), HALAL, QS, KOSHER
and ISO22000 certificates for production facilities, quality control and management. The Group is the first canned
fruit company that passed the audit of FSMA (Food Safety Modernization Act of US) in mainland China. The Group
will continue to strengthen regulation over procurement of raw and auxiliary materials. Due to the establishment
of an effective supplier evaluation mechanism, all the suppliers are reviewed regularly to reassure that they have
met required level of corporate credit and product quality, thus ensuring the product quality and safety from the
original source. Continuous efforts are made to provide intensive professional training for the staff of quality
control, production management and R&D departments. The Group conducts strict tests and examination for
the raw and auxiliary materials to be warehoused as well as finished goods by batches with stringent processes,
so as to ensure safe and sanitary product production process. In addition, tests and examination are conducted
on the products before delivery to prevent the delivery of disqualified products. The Group has established and
continuously improved the product tracing mechanism, and has a product quality emergency response plan in
place.

Brand and Reputation Risk

The Group will continue its strategy to develop the OEM and own brand business in parallel. If brand promotion
is not sufficient, or public relation professionals fail to deal with negative news in a timely manner or disclose
comprehensive and proper information to the public, the Group's reputation and brand image may be
damaged. Failure in building up the positive image of our brand to the public may hinder our future growth and
competitiveness, which may in turn affect the results of operation of the Group.
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Risk Management Measures: The Group's existing registered brands include “& R (Bingo Times)" “ KR
(Tiantong Times)"” and “5/\Mi& (fruit zz)". Ever since the year of 2015, the Group has vigorously consolidated its
own brand product business, and engaged professional public relation companies to handle the possible critical
incidents prejudicial to the Group’s image. Internally, the Group has also arranged personnel to collect adverse
reports related to the Group and report to the management in a prompt manner, and the management will deal with
the matter in accordance with the policies and processes of the Group. The Group enhances its brand reputation
and influence through proactively attending industry forums and other activities which are organised by China
Canned Food Industry Association. Moreover, the Group plans to engage professionals in brand building, and
gradually increases investment in advertisement to promote brand’s and the Group’s image by further leveraging
on media resources with the assistance of marketing and branding consultants. In 2019, Shandong Tiantong Food
Co., Ltd., a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, was awarded three significant prizes, including “ Canned
Food Brand of China in 40 Years of Reform and Opening-up”, “The 2019 Leading Company of China Canned Food”
and “ The 2019 Leading Brand of China Canned Food"” for it's brand “Bingo Time"” by China Canned Food Industry
Association. The Group has also been listed in the “Brand Value List of China” for three consecutive years since
2017.

The above are not intended to be an exhaustive list of all principal risks and uncertainties the Group is facing. These
may change from time to time as new risks and uncertainties emerge and others cease to be a concern.

Use of Proceeds from IPO

On 7 July 2015, the Company’s shares were listed on the main board of the Stock Exchange. A total of 250,000,000
shares were issued to the public at HK$1.28 per share for a total gross proceeds of HK$320 million. The total net
proceeds raised form the IPO of the Company were approximately HK$274.9 million after the deduction of related
listing expenses. The use of proceeds has been consistent with the disclosure in the prospectus of the Company
dated 24 June 2015. Up to the date of this annual report, the respective uses of the net proceeds are as follows:

Subject to the approval of the Company’s shareholders at the
forthcoming annual general meeting of the Company (“2020 AGM"), the final dividend will be paid on or about
29 July 2020. There is no arrangement that a shareholder of the Company has waived or agreed to waive any
dividends.

During the year, the aggregate purchases attributable to the Group's five largest suppliers accounted for
approximately 26.1% of the Group’s total purchases, and the purchases attributable to the Group's largest supplier
was approximately 6.0% of the Group's total purchases.

None of the Directors, their associates or any shareholders (which to the knowledge of the Directors own more
than 5% of the Company’s issued share capital) had interests in the Group's five largest customers or suppliers.

The Company is not aware of any relief from taxation available to shareholders by reason of their holding of the
Company’s shares.

(iii) any advisers, consultants, suppliers, customers and agents to the Company or any of its subsidiaries; and

(iv) any such other persons who in the sole opinion of the Board, will contribute or have contributed to the
Company and/or any of its subsidiaries.

The maximum number of Shares in respect of which options may be granted under the Share Option Scheme and
under any other share option schemes of the Company must not in aggregate exceed 10% of the total number of
Shares in issue immediately following the completion of the global offering, being 100,000,000 Shares.
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Unless approved by the Shareholders, the total number of Shares issued and which may fall to be issued upon
exercise of the options granted under the Share Option Scheme and any other share option schemes of the
Company (including both exercised and outstanding options) to each eligible participant in any 12-month period up
to the date of grant shall not exceed 1% of the Shares in issue as of the date of grant.

Upon acceptance of the option, the grantee shall pay HK$1.00 (or an equivalent amount in RMB) to the Company
by way of consideration for the grant.

The subscription price of a Share in respect of any particular option granted under the Share Option Scheme shall
be such price as the Board in its absolute discretion shall determine, save that such price will be at least the higher
of:

(i)  the closing price of the Shares as stated in the Stock Exchange’s daily quotation sheets on the date of grant,
which must be a day on which the Stock Exchange is open for the business of dealing in securities; and

(i) the average of the closing prices of the Shares as stated in the Stock Exchange’s daily quotation sheets for
the five business days immediately preceding the date of grant.

The period during which an option may be exercised will be determined by the Board in its absolute discretion, save
that no option may be exercised more than ten years after it has been granted.

The Scheme remains effective for a period of ten years commencing from 16 June 2015. Details of the Scheme are
set out in note 24 to the consolidated financial statements.

Management applied HKFRS 9 by using the simplified
approach to measure the lifetime expected loss
allowance for all its trade receivables. In developing
the loss allowance of trade receivables, management
used judgement in making the assumptions about
the risk of default and expected loss rate with
reference to the historical payment profiles of sales
and the corresponding historical credit losses rate
and current and forward-looking information on
macroeconomic factors. When assessing expected
credit losses of new small and medium enterprises
and individual customers with no historical data,
management also considered external industry
information in developing the loss allowance.

Impairment of trade receivables was made based
on an assessment of the recoverability of trade
receivables. Provision for impairment of trade
receivables involved management’s judgement and
uncertainties of the actual outcome which may be
different from original estimates.

We focused on this area because of its significance
to the consolidated financial statements and
the estimation and judgement involved in the
determination of the recoverable amounts of trade
receivables.

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Notes to the Consolidated Financial Statements

For the year ended 31 December 2019
1 General information of the Group and Group organisation

1.1 General information

The Group is principally engaged in the manufacturing and sales of processed fruit products and trading
of fresh fruits.

The Company is an investment holding company incorporated in the British Virgin Islands on 8
September 2011 with limited liability. The address of its registered office is Commerce House,
Wickhams Cay 1, P.O. Box 3140, Road Town, Tortola, British Virgin Islands, VG1110.

The Company has listed its shares on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the "“Stock
Exchange”) on 7 July 2015.

These consolidated financial statements are presented in Renminbi (“RMB"), unless otherwise stated.
2 Summary of significant accounting policies

This note provides a list of the significant accounting policies adopted in the preparation of these consolidated
financial statements. These policies have been consistently applied to all the years presented, unless
otherwise stated.

2.1 Basis of preparation

The consolidated financial statements of the Group have been prepared in accordance with Hong
Kong Financial Reporting Standards (“HKFRSs") issued by the Hong Kong Institute of Certified Public
Accountants (“HKICPA") and the disclosure requirements of Hong Kong Companies Ordinance Cap.622,
and have been prepared under the historical cost convention as modified by the valuation of investment
properties (Note 16) and contingent consideration payable (Note 35), which are stated at fair value.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with HKFRSs requires the use of certain critical
accounting estimates. It also requires management to exercise its judgement in the process of applying
the Group's accounting policies. The areas involving a higher degree of judgement or complexity, or
areas where assumptions and estimates are significant to the consolidated financial statements are
disclosed in Note 4.

These standards are not expected to have a material impact on the Group in the current or future
reporting periods and on foreseeable future transactions.

2.2 Change in accounting policies

This note explains the impact of the adoption of HKFRS 16 “Leases” on the Group’s financial
statements.

Nature of change

As indicated in Note 2.1 above, the Group has adopted HKFRS 16 “Leases” retrospectively from 1
January 2019, but has not restated comparatives for the 2018 reporting period, as permitted under the
specific transition provisions in the standard. The reclassifications and the adjustments arising from the
new leasing rules are therefore recognised in the opening balance sheet on 1 January 2019. The new
accounting policies are disclosed in Note 2.29.

Impact

On adoption of HKFRS 16, the Group recognised lease liabilities in relation to leases which had
previously been classified as ‘operating leases’ under the principles of HKAS 17 Leases. These liabilities
were measured at the present value of the remaining lease payments, discounted using the lessee’s
incremental borrowing rate as of 1 January 2019. The weighted average lessee’s incremental borrowing
rate applied to the lease liabilities on 1 January 2019 was 4.41%. For leases previously classified
as finance leases the entity recognised the carrying amount of the lease asset and lease liability
immediately before transition as the carrying amount of the right of use asset and the lease liability at
the date of initial application. The measurement principles of HKFRS 16 are only applied after that date.

Consolidation
Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are all entities (including a structured entities) over which the Group has control. The Group
controls an entity when the Group is exposed to, or has rights to, variable returns from its involvement
with the entity and has the ability to affect those returns through its power to direct the activities of the
entity. Subsidiaries are fully consolidated from the date on which control is transferred to the Group.
They are deconsolidated from the date that control ceases.

The acquisition method of accounting is used to account for business combinations by the Group (refer
to Note 2.4).

Inter-company transactions, balances and unrealised gains on transactions between Group companies
are eliminated. Unrealised losses are also eliminated unless the transaction provides evidence of an
impairment of the transferred asset. Accounting policies of subsidiaries have been changed where
necessary to ensure consistency with the policies adopted by the Group.

Non-controlling interests in the results and equity of subsidiaries are shown separately in the
consolidated statement of comprehensive income, consolidated statement of changes in equity and
consolidated statement of financial position respectively.

Business combinations

The Group applies the acquisition method to account for business combinations. The consideration
transferred for the acquisition of a subsidiary is the fair values of the assets transferred, the liabilities
incurred to the former owners of the acquiree and the equity interests issued by the Group. The
consideration transferred includes the fair value of any asset or liability resulting from a contingent
consideration arrangement. Identifiable assets acquired and liabilities and contingent liabilities assumed
in a business combination are measured initially at their fair values at the acquisition date.

The Group recognises any non-controlling interest in the acquiree on an acquisition-by-acquisition basis.
Non-controlling interests in the acquiree that are present ownership interests and entitle their holders
to a proportionate share of the entity’s net assets in the event of liquidation are measured at either
fair value or the present ownership interests’ proportionate share in the recognised amounts of the
acquiree’s identifiable net assets. All other components of non-controlling interests are measured at
their acquisition date fair value, unless another measurement basis is required by HKFRS. Acquisition-
related costs are expensed as incurred.

Any contingent consideration to be transferred by the Group is recognised at fair value at the acquisition
date. Contingent consideration is classified either as equity or a financial liability. Amounts classified as
a financial liability are subsequently remeasured to fair value with changes in fair value recognised in
profit or loss. Contingent consideration that is classified as equity is not remeasured, and its subsequent
settlement is accounted for within equity.

The excess of the consideration transferred, the amount of any non-controlling interest in the acquiree
and the acquisition-date fair value of any previous equity interest in the acquiree over the fair value of
the identifiable net assets acquired is recorded as goodwill. If the total of consideration transferred,
non-controlling interest recognised and previously held interest measured is less than the fair value of
the net assets of the subsidiary acquired in the case of a bargain purchase, the difference is recognised
directly in the statement of comprehensive income.

Investments in subsidiaries are accounted for at cost less impairment. Cost includes direct attributable
costs of investment.

Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment is stated at historical cost less accumulated depreciation and
accumulated impairment losses. Historical cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the
acquisition of the items.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’'s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to
the Group and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of the replaced part is
derecognised. All other repairs and maintenance are charged in the statement of comprehensive income
during the financial year in which they are incurred.

Depreciation of property, plant and equipment is calculated using the straight-line method to allocate
their costs to their residual values over their estimated useful lives, as follows:

The assets’ residual values and useful lives are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at the end of each
reporting period.

An asset’s carrying amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset’s carrying
amount is greater than its estimated recoverable amount (Note 2.12).

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing the proceeds with the carrying amounts,
and are recognised within ‘General and administrative expenses’ in the statement of comprehensive
income.

Construction in progress is stated at cost less accumulated impairment losses. Cost includes all
attributable costs of bringing the asset to working condition for its intended use. This includes direct
costs of construction as well as interest expense capitalised during the period of construction and
installation. Capitalisation of these costs will cease and the construction in progress is transferred to
appropriate categories within property, plant and equipment when the construction activities necessary
to prepare the assets for their intended use are completed. No depreciation is provided in respect of
construction in progress.

Investment properties

Property that is held for long-term rental yields or for capital appreciation or both, and that is not
occupied by the companies of the Group, is classified as investment property. Investment property also
includes property that is being constructed or developed for future use as investment property.

Investment property is measured initially at its cost, including related transaction costs and borrowing
costs. Borrowing costs incurred for the purpose of acquiring or constructing a qualifying asset are
capitalised as part of its cost. Borrowing costs are capitalised while acquisition or construction is actively
underway and ceased once the asset is substantially complete, or suspended if the development of the
asset is suspended.

After initial recognition, investment property is carried at fair value. Fair value is based on valuations
carried out by professional valuers. Investment property that is being redeveloped for continuing use as
investment property, or for which the market has become less active continues to be measured at fair
value.

The fair value of investment property reflects, among other things, rental income from current leases
and assumptions about rental income from future leases in the light of current market conditions.
The fair value also reflects, on a similar basis, any cash outflows that could be expected in respect of
the property. Some of those outflows are recognised as a liability, including finance lease liabilities in
respect of leasehold land, if any, classified as investment property; others, including contingent rent
payments, are not recognised in the financial statements.

Subsequent expenditure is capitalised to the carrying amount only when it is probable that future
economic benefits associated with the expenditure will flow to the Group and the cost of the item
can be measured reliably. All other repairs and maintenance costs are expensed in the consolidated
statement of comprehensive income during the financial period in which they are incurred.

Changes in fair values of investment property are recognised in the consolidated statement of
comprehensive income. Investment properties are derecognised either when they have been disposed
of or when the investment property is permanently withdrawn from use and no future economic benefit
is expected from its disposal.

If an item of owner-occupied property becomes an investment property because its use has changed,
any difference resulting between the carrying amount and the fair value of this item at the date of
transfer is recognised in equity as a revaluation of property, plant and equipment under HKAS 16. Any
resulting increase in the carrying amount of the property is recognised in the consolidated statement
of comprehensive income to the extent that it reverses a previous impairment loss, with any remaining
increase recognised directly to revaluation surplus within equity. Any resulting decrease in the carrying
amount of the property is charged to the consolidated statement of comprehensive income. Upon the
subsequent disposal of the investment property, any revaluation reserve balance of the property is
transferred to retained profits and is shown as a movement in equity.

2.10 Leasehold land and land use rights

All land in the People's Republic of China (the “PRC") is state-owned and no individual land ownership
right exists. The Group acquired the right to use certain land. The premiums paid for such right are
treated as prepayment for operating lease and recorded as leasehold land and land use rights, which
are amortised over the lease periods using the straight-line method. The leasehold land and land use
rights are stated at historical cost less accumulated amortisation and impairment losses. When there is
impairment, the impairment is expensed in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income.

2.11 Goodwill

Goodwill is measured as described in Note 2.4. Goodwill on acquisitions of subsidiaries is included in
intangible assets. Goodwill is not amortised but it is tested for impairment annually, or more frequently
if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired, and is carried at cost less
accumulated impairment losses. Gains and losses on the disposal of an entity include the carrying
amount of goodwill relating to the entity sold.

Goodwill is allocated to cash-generating units for the purpose of impairment testing. The allocation is
made to those cash-generating units or groups of cash-generating units that are expected to benefit
from the business combination in which the goodwill arose. The units or groups of units are identified at
the lowest level at which goodwill is monitored for internal management purposes, being the operating
companies.

2.12 Impairment of non-financial assets

Goodwill and intangible assets that have an indefinite useful life are not subject to amortisation and are
tested annually for impairment, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that
they might be impaired.

Assets that are subject to depreciation or amortisation are reviewed for impairment whenever events
or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable. An impairment
loss is recognised for the amount by which the asset’s carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount.
The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s fair value less costs to sell and value in use. For

the purposes of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are
separately identifiable cash flows (cash-generating units). Non-financial assets other than goodwill that
suffered an impairment are reviewed for possible reversal of the impairment at each reporting date.

Classification

The Group classifies its financial assets in the following measurement categories:

Financial assets are derecognised when
the rights to receive cash flows from the financial assets have expired or have been transferred and
the Group has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership.

Measurement

At initial recognition, the Group measures a financial asset at its fair value plus, in the case of a
financial asset not at fair value through profit or loss (FVPL), transaction costs that are directly
attributable to the acquisition of the financial asset. Transaction costs of financial assets carried at
FVPL are expensed in profit or loss.

Financial assets with embedded derivatives are considered in their entirety when determining
whether their cash flows are solely payment of principal and interest.

Debt instruments

Subsequent measurement of debt instruments depends on the Group’s business model for
managing the asset and the cash flow characteristics of the asset. There are three measurement
categories to classify the debt instruments:

(1) Amortised cost

Assets that are held for collection of contractual cash flows where those cash flows
represent solely payments of principal and interest are measured at amortised cost. Interest
income from these financial assets is included in finance income using the effective
interest rate method. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition is recognised directly in the
consolidated income statement. Impairment losses are charged within operating profit in the
consolidated income statement.

(2)  Fair value through other comprehensive income

Assets that are held for collection of contractual cash flows and for selling the financial
assets, where the assets’ cash flows represent solely payments of principal and interest,
are measured at fair value through other comprehensive income. Movements in the carrying
amount are taken through other comprehensive income, except for the recognition of
impairment gains or losses, interest income and foreign exchange gains and losses which are
recognised in the consolidated income statement. When the financial asset is derecognised,
the cumulative gain or loss previously recognised in other comprehensive income is
reclassified from equity to profit or loss. Interest income from these financial assets is
included in finance income using the effective interest rate method. Impairment expenses
are presented as separate line item in the consolidated income statement.

(3)  Fair value through profit or loss

Assets that do not meet the criteria for amortised cost or fair value through other
comprehensive income are measured at fair value through profit or loss. A gain or loss
on a debt investment that is subsequently measured at fair value through profit or loss is
recognised in the consolidated income statement in the period in which it arises.

Equity instruments

The Group subsequently measures all equity investments at fair value. Where the Group's
management has elected to present fair value gains and losses on equity investments in other
comprehensive income, there is no subsequent reclassification of fair value gains and losses to
profit or loss following the derecognition of the investment. Dividends from such investments
continue to be recognised in the consolidated income statement as other gains, net when the
Group's right to receive payments is established.

Changes in the fair value of FVPL are recognised in other gains, net in the consolidated income
statement as applicable. Impairment losses (and reversal of impairment losses) on equity
investments measured at fair value through other comprehensive income are not reported
separately from other changes in fair value.

The Group assesses on a forward looking basis the expected credit losses associated with its debt
instruments carried at amortised cost.

2.14 Offsetting financial instruments

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the consolidated statements
of financial position when there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts and
there is an intention to settle on a net basis or realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.
The legally enforceable right must not be contingent on future events and must be enforceable in the
normal course of business and in the event of default, insolvency or bankruptcy of the Group or the
counterparty.

2.15 Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost is determined using the
weighted-average method. The cost of finished goods comprises raw materials, direct labour, other
direct costs and related production overheads (based on normal operating capacity). It excludes
borrowing costs. Net realisable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business,
less applicable variable selling expenses.

2.16 Trade and other receivables

Trade receivables are amounts due from customers for merchandise sold or services performed in the
ordinary course of business. If collection of trade and other receivables is expected in one year or less
(or in the normal operating cycle of the business if longer), they are classified as current assets. If not,
they are presented as non-current assets.

Trade receivables are recognised initially at the amount of consideration that is unconditional unless
they contain significant financing components, when they are recognised at fair value. The Group holds
the trade receivables with the objective to collect the contractual cash flows and therefore measures
them subsequently at amortised cost using the effective interest method. See Note 2.20 for further
information about the group’s accounting for trade receivables and Note 3.1 for a description of the
Group's impairment policies.

2.17 Cash and cash equivalents

For the purpose of presentation in the consolidated statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents
includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks with original maturities of three months or less
that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of
changes in value, and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current liabilities
in the balance sheet.

Cash that restricted from withdrawal, use or pledged as security is reported separately on the
consolidated statement of financial position, and is not included in the total cash and cash equivalents in
the consolidated statement of cash flows.

2.18 Share capital and shares held for employee share scheme

Ordinary shares are classified as equity.

Where any group company purchases the Group's equity instruments, the consideration paid, including
any directly attributable incremental costs (net of income taxes) is deducted from equity attributable to
the equity holders of the Group until the shares are cancelled or reissued. Where such ordinary shares
are subsequently reissued, any consideration received, net of any directly attributable incremental
transaction costs and the related income tax effects, is included in equity attributable to the equity
holders of the Group.

2.19 Trade, bills and other payables

Trade, bills and other payables are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in
the ordinary course of business from suppliers. Trade, bills and other payables are classified as current
liabilities if payment is due within one year or less (or in the normal operating cycle of the business if
longer). If not, they are presented as non-current liabilities.

Trade, bills and other payables are recognised initially at fair value and subsequently measured at
amortised cost using the effective interest method.

2.20 Borrowings

Borrowings are initially recognised at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred. Borrowings are
subsequently measured at amortised cost; any difference between the proceeds (net of transaction
costs) and the redemption value is recognised in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income
over the period of the borrowings using the effective interest method.

Fees paid on the establishment of loan facilities are recognised as transaction costs of the loan to the
extent that it is probable that some or all of the facility will be drawn down. In this case, the fee is
deferred until the draw-down occurs. To the extent there is no evidence that it is probable that some or
all of the facility will be drawn down, the fee is capitalised as a pre-payment for liquidity services and
amortised over the period of the facility to which it relates.

Borrowings are classified as current liabilities unless the Group has an unconditional right to defer
settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after the end of the reporting period.

2.21 Borrowing costs

General and specific borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production
of qualifying assets, which are assets that necessarily take a substantial period of time to get ready
for their intended use or sale, are added to the cost of those assets, until such time as the assets are
substantially ready for their intended use or sale.

All other borrowing costs are recognised in profit or loss in the period in which they are incurred.

2.22 Compound financial instruments

Compound financial instruments issued by the Group comprise convertible bond that can be converted
to share capital at the option of the holder, and the number of shares to be issued does not vary with
changes in their fair value.

The entire convertible bond is designated as financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss. It
is initially recognised at fair value and subsequently carried at fair value with changes in fair value
recognised in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit
will be available against which the temporary differences can be utilised.

Outside basis differences

Deferred income tax assets are recognised on deductible temporary differences arising from
investments in subsidiaries only to the extent that it is probable the temporary difference will
reverse in the future and there is sufficient taxable profit available against which the temporary
difference can be utilised.

Deferred income tax liabilities are provided on temporary differences arising on investments
in subsidiaries, except for deferred income tax liability where the timing of the reversal of the
temporary difference is controlled by the Group and it is probable that the temporary difference
will not reverse in the foreseeable future. Generally the Group is unable to control the reversal
of the temporary difference for associates. Only when there is an agreement in place that gives
the Group the ability to control the reversal of the temporary difference in the foreseeable future,
deferred tax liability in relation to taxable temporary differences arising from the associate’s
undistributed profits is not recognised.

Employee leave entitlements

Employee entitlements to annual leave are recognised when they accrue to employees. A
provision is made for the estimated liability for annual leave as a result of services rendered by
employees up to the statement of financial position date.

Employee entitlements to sick leave and maternity leave are not recognised until the time of leave.

Pension obligations

The Group has arranged for its Hong Kong employees to join the Mandatory Provident Fund
Scheme (the "MPF"), a defined contribution plan. Under the MPF, each of the Group and its Hong
Kong employees make monthly contributions to the scheme at 5% of the employees’ earnings as
defined under the Mandatory Provident Fund legislation, subject to a cap of HK$1,500 per person
per month and any excess contributions are voluntary.

The Group has no legal or constructive obligations to pay further contributions if the fund does not
hold sufficient assets to pay all employees the benefits relating to employee service in the current
and prior periods.

In accordance with the rules and regulations in the PRC, the PRC based employees of the Group
participate in various defined contribution retirement benefit plans organised by the relevant
municipal and provincial governments in the PRC under which the Group and the PRC based
employees are required to make monthly contributions to these plans calculated as a percentage
of the employees’ salaries.

The municipal and provincial governments undertake to assume the retirement benefit obligations
of all existing and future retired PRC based employees payable under the plans described above.
Other than the monthly contributions, the Group has no further obligation for the payment of
retirement and other post-retirement benefits of its employees. The assets of these plans are
held separately from those of the Group in independently administrated funds managed by the
provincial governments.

The Group has no further payment obligations once the contributions have been paid. The
contributions are recognised as employee benefit expenses when they are due. Prepaid
contributions are recognised as an asset to the extent that a cash refund or a reduction in the
future payments is available.

Bonus plans

The Group recognises a liability and an expense for bonuses, based on a formula that takes into
consideration the profit attributable to the Company’s shareholders after certain adjustments. The
Group recognises a provision where contractually obliged or where there is a past practice that has
created a constructive obligation.

2.25 Share-based payments

Equity-settled share-based payment transactions

The Group operates a number of equity-settled, share-based compensation plans, under which the
entity receives services from employees as consideration for equity instruments (options) of the Group.
The fair value of the employee services received in exchange for the grant of the options is recognised
as an expense. The total amount to be expensed is determined by reference to the fair value of the
options granted:

° including any market performance conditions (for example, an entity's share price);

° excluding the impact of any service and non-market performance vesting conditions (for example,
profitability, sales growth targets and remaining an employee of the entity over a specified time
period); and

° including the impact of any non-vesting conditions (for example, the requirement for employees to
save or holding shares for a specified period of time).

At the end of each reporting period, the Group revises its estimates of the number of options that are
expected to vest based on the non-marketing performance and service conditions. It recognises the
impact of the revision to original estimates, if any, in the statement of comprehensive income, with a
corresponding adjustment to equity.

In addition, in some circumstances employees may provide services in advance of the grant date and
therefore the grant date fair value is estimated for the purposes of recognising the expense during the
period between service commencement period and grant date.

When the options are exercised, the Company issues new shares. The proceeds received net of any
directly attributable transaction costs are credited to share capital.

The grant by the Company of options over its equity instruments to the employees of subsidiary
undertakings in the Group is treated as a capital contribution. The fair value of employee services
received, measured by reference to the grant date fair value, is recognised over the vesting period as
an increase to investment in subsidiary undertakings, with a corresponding credit to equity in the parent
entity accounts.

2.26 Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of
past events, it is probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation, and the
amount has been reliably estimated. Provisions are not recognised for future operating losses.

Where there are a number of similar obligations, the likelihood that an outflow will be required in
settlement is determined by considering the class of obligations as a whole. A provision is recognised
even if the likelihood of an outflow with respect to any one item included in the same class of obligations
may be small.

Provisions are measured at the present value of the expenditures expected to be required to settle the
obligation using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of
money and the risks specific to the obligation. The increase in the provision due to passage of time is
recognised as interest expense.
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2.27 Revenue recognition
(a) Sales of goods — whole sale

The Group manufactures and sells a range of processed fruit products and fresh fruit in the market.
Sales are recognised when control of the products has transferred, being when the products are
delivered to the customer, the customer has full discretion over the channel and price to sell the
products, and there is no unfulfilled obligation that could affect the customer’s acceptance of the
products. Delivery occurs when the products have been shipped to the specified location, the
risks of obsolescence and loss have been transferred to the customer, and either the customer
has accepted the products in accordance with the sales contract, the acceptance provisions have
lapsed, or the Group has objective evidence that all criteria for acceptance have been satisfied.

Revenue from whole sale is recognised based on the price specified in the contract, net of the
volume discounts which are determined by the accrual sales made up to each financial year end.
No element of financing is deemed present as the sales are made with a credit term of 30-60 days,
which is consistent with market practice. The Group has not significant obligation replace fruit
products under the standard warranty terms.

As receivable is recognised when the goods are delivered as this is the point in time that the
consideration is unconditional because only the passage of time is required before the payment is
due.

(b) Sale of goods - retail

The Group operates a retail store selling fruit juice. Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised
when a Group entity sells a product to the customer. Payment of the transaction price is due
immediately when the customer purchases the fruit juice and takes delivery in store.

(c) Interest income

Interest income is presented as finance income where it is earned from financial assets that are
held for cash management purposes, see Note 9 below. Any other interest income is included in
other income.

Interest income is calculated by applying the effective interest rate to the gross carrying amount of
a financial asset except for financial assets that subsequently become credit-impaired. For credit-
impaired financial assets the effective interest rate is applied to the net carrying amount of the
financial asset (after deduction of the loss allowance).

(d) Rental income

The Group bases its estimates on historical results, taking into consideration the type of customer,
the type of transaction and the specifics of each arrangement.

2.28 Government grants

Grants from the government are recognised at their fair value where there is a reasonable assurance
that the grant will be received and the Group will comply with all attached conditions.

Government grants relating to costs are deferred and recognised in the consolidated statement of
comprehensive income over the period necessary to match them with the costs that they are intended
to compensate.

Government grants relating to property, plant and equipment are included in non-current liabilities as
deferred government grants and are credited to the consolidated statement of comprehensive income
on a straight-line basis over the expected lives of the related assets.
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2.29 Leases

As explained in Note 2.2 above, the Group has changed its accounting policy for leases where the Group
is the lessee. The new policy is described below and the impact of the change in Note 2.2.

Until 31 December 2018, leases in which a significant portion of the risks and rewards of ownership
were not transferred to the Group as lessee were classified as operating leases. Payments made under
operating leases (net of any incentives received from the lessor) were charged to profit or loss on a
straight-line basis over the period of the lease.

From 1 January 2019, leases are recognised as a right-of-use asset and a corresponding liability at the
date at which the leased asset is available for use by the Group.

Contracts may contain both lease and non-lease components. The Group has elected not to separate
lease and non-lease components and instead accounts for these as a single lease component.

Assets and liabilities arising from a lease are initially measured on a present value basis. Lease liabilities
include the net present value of the following lease payments:

° fixed payments (including in-substance fixed payments), less any lease incentives receivable;

° variable lease payment that are based on an index or a rate, initially measured using the index or
rate as at the commencement date;

° amounts expected to be payable by the Group under residual value guarantees;

° the exercise price of a purchase option if the Group is reasonably certain to exercise that option;
and

° payments of penalties for terminating the lease, if the lease term reflects the Group exercising that
option.

Lease payments to be made under reasonably certain extension options are also included in the
measurement of the liability, if any.

The lease payments are discounted using the interest rate implicit in the lease. If that rate cannot
be readily determined, which is generally the case for leases in the Group, the lessee’s incremental
borrowing rate is used, being the rate that the individual lessee would have to pay to borrow the funds
necessary to obtain an asset of similar value to the right-of-use asset in a similar economic environment
with similar terms, security and conditions.

To determine the incremental borrowing rate, the Group, uses recent third-party financing received by
the individual lessee as a starting point, adjusted to reflect changes in financing conditions since third
party financing was received, and makes adjustments specific to the lease.

Lease payments are allocated between principal and finance costs. The finance costs are charged to
profit or loss over the lease period so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the remaining
balance of the liability for each period.

Right-of-use assets are measured at cost comprising the following:
° the amount of the initial measurement of lease liability;

° any lease payments made at or before the commencement date less any lease incentives
received;

° any initial direct costs; and

° restoration costs.
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2.29 Leases (continued)

Right-of-use assets are generally depreciated over the shorter of the asset’s useful life and the lease
term on a straight-line basis. If the Group is reasonably certain to exercise a purchase option, the right-
of-use asset is depreciated over the underlying asset’s useful life.

Payments associated with short-term leases and all leases of low-value assets are recognised on a
straight-line basis as an expense in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income. Short-term
leases are leases with a lease term of 12 months or less. Low-value assets comprise small items of
office equipment.

Lease income from operating leases where the Group is a lessor is recognised in consolidated
statement of comprehensive income on a straight-line basis over the lease term. Initial direct costs
incurred in obtaining an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the underlying asset and
recognised as expense over the lease term on the same basis as lease income. The respective leased
assets are included in the consolidated statement of financial position based on their nature. The Group
did not need to make any adjustments to the accounting for assets held as lessor as a result of adopting
the new leasing standard.

2.30 Dividend distribution

Dividend distribution to the Company’s shareholders is recognised as a liability in the Group's and the
Company’s financial statements in the period in which the dividends are approved by the Company’s
shareholders or directors, where appropriate.

Financial risk management

3.1 Financial risk factors

The Group's activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including foreign exchange
risk and cash flow and fair value interest rate risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The Group's overall risk
management programme focuses on the unpredictability of financial markets and seeks to minimise
potential adverse effects on the Group’s financial performance. The Group does not use any derivative
financial instruments to hedge the risk exposures.

Financial risk management is carried out by the finance department under the supervision of the CEO
and the board of directors of the Company. The CEO and the board of directors provides principles for
overall risk management.

(a) Market risk
(i) Foreign exchange risk

The Group mainly operates in the PRC and is exposed to foreign exchange risk arising from
various currency exposures, primarily with respect to the United States dollars (“USD")
and Hong Kong dollars (“HK$"). Foreign exchange risk arises from future commercial
transactions, recognised financial assets and liabilities are denominated in a currency that is
not the entity’s functional currency.

As at 31 December 2019, if RMB had strengthened/weakened by 5% against USD with all
other variables held constant, the post-tax profit for the year would have been approximately
RMB86,000 lower/higher (2018: RMB 1,263,000 lower/higher), mainly as a result of foreign
exchange gains/losses on translation of USD denominated trade receivables, cash and cash
equivalents and convertible bond.

As at 31 December 2019, if RMB had strengthened/weakened by 5% against HK$ with all
other variables held constant, the post-tax profit for the year would have been approximately
RMB4,063,000 higher/lower (2018: RMB6,743,000 higher/lower), mainly as a result of
foreign exchange losses/gains on translation of HK$ denominated amount due to substantial
shareholder and bank and other borrowings.

Cash flow and fair value interest rate risk

The Group's interest rate risk arises from bank balances at floating interest rates and bank
and other borrowings. Bank borrowing obtained at variable rate exposes the Group to cash
flow interest rate risk which is partially offset by bank balances held at variable rates. The
Group's other borrowings and convertible bond at fixed rates expose the Group to fair value
interest rate risk. During 2019 and 2018, the Group's bank and other borrowings were
denominated in HK$ and RMB, and its convertible bonds were denominated in USD.

Details of the Group's bank and other borrowings and convertible bonds are disclosed in Note
28 and Note 29 respectively. The cash deposits placed with banks generate interest at the
prevailing market interest rates.

As at 31 December 2019, if interest rate on bank borrowings had been 50 basis points higher/
lower with all other variables held constant, the post-tax profit for the year would have been
RMB320,000 (2018: RMB116,000) lower/higher, mainly as a result of higher/lower of interest
expenses on variable rate bank borrowing.

(b) Credit risk

Credit risk of the Group mainly arises from cash and cash equivalents, restricted cash and trade and
other receivables. The maximum exposure to credit risk is therefore represented by the carrying

amount of each financial assets as stated in the consolidated and company statements of financial
position. Management has policies in place to monitor the exposures to these credit risks on an
on-going basis.

(i)

Risk management

Credit risk is managed on a group basis. As at 31 December 2019 and 2018, cash and cash
equivalents and restricted cash are all deposited with reputable banks. The Group has not
incurred significant loss from non-performance by these parties in the past and the identified
impairment loss is close to zero.

The Group has risk control procedures to assess the credit quality of the wholesale
customers, small and medium enterprises and individual customers, taking into account its
financial position, past experience and other factors.

There are no significant concentrations of credit risk, whether through exposure to individual
customers, specific industry sectors and/or regions. As at 31 December 2019, top 3 trade
receivables of the Group accounted for approximately 14% (2018: 23%) to the total trade
receivables of the Group.

To manage this risk, management has monitoring procedures to ensure that follow-up action
is taken to recover overdue debts. In addition, management reviews regularly the recoverable
amount of each individual trade receivable by taking into account of the customers’ profiles
and subsequent settlement to ensure that adequate impairment is made for the irrecoverable
amounts.

Impairment of financial assets

The Group's trade receivables are subject to the expected credit loss model. While cash and
cash equivalents, restricted cash and other receivable are also subject to the impairment
requirements of HKFRS 9 “Financial Instruments”, the identified impairment loss was
immaterial.

Trade receivables

The group applies the HKFRS 9 simplified approach to measuring expected credit losses
which uses a lifetime expected loss allowance for all trade receivables. To measure the
expected credit losses, trade receivables have been grouped based on shared credit risk
characteristics and the days past due. The Group's trade receivables have been grouped into
the following categories based on the common risk characteristics:

- from corporate customers, and
- from small and medium enterprises and individuals

The expected loss rates are based on the payment profiles of sales over a period of 12
months before 31 December 2019 or 1 January 2019 respectively and the corresponding
historical credit losses experienced within this period. When assessing the expected credit
losses of new customers with no historical data, the Group considered external industry
information in developing the historical loss rate. The historical loss rates are adjusted to
reflect current and forward-looking information on macroeconomic factors affecting the
ability of the customers to settle the receivables. The group has identified the GDP of
the countries in which it sells its goods and services to be the most relevant factors, and
accordingly adjusts the historical loss rates based on expected changes in these factors.

(c) Liquidity risk
Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash and bank balances, the
availability of funding from an adequate amount of committed credit facilities from leading banks
and the ability to close out market position. The Group aims to maintain flexibility in funding by
keeping sufficient bank balances and committed credit lines available.

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3.2 Capital management

The Group’s objectives when managing capital are to safeguard the Group's ability to continue as a
going concern in order to provide returns for shareholders and benefits for other stakeholders and to
maintain an optimal capital structure to reduce the cost of capital.

In order to maintain or adjust the capital structure, the Group may adjust the amount of dividends paid
to shareholders, return capital to shareholders, issue new shares or sell assets to reduce debt.

Consistent with others in the industry, the Group monitors capital on the basis of the gearing ratio. This
ratio is calculated as total debts divided by total equity. Total debts are calculated by aggregating the
bank and other borrowings and the non-trade nature of amount due to a substantial shareholder as at 31
December 2019 and 2018.

The Group's investment properties were valued by an independent professional valuer, Roma
Appraisals Limited who hold recognised relevant professional qualifications and have recent
experience in the locations and segments of the investment properties valued, on an open market
value basis at the end of every financial reporting period. For all investment properties, their
current use equates to the highest and best use.

Fair value of investment properties is generally derived using the direct comparison method.
Direct comparison method is based on comparing the property to be valued directly with other
comparable properties, which have recently transacted. However, given the heterogeneous nature
of real estate properties, appropriate adjustments are usually required to allow for any qualitative
differences that may affect the price likely to be achieved by the property under consideration.
There were no change to the valuation techniques during the year.

3.4 Offsetting financial assets and financial liabilities

The Group has no financial assets and financial liabilities, which is subject to offsetting, enforceable
master netting arrangements and similar agreements.

Critical accounting estimates and judgements

Estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors,
including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances. The
Group makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting accounting estimates will, by
definition, seldom equal the related actual results. The estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk
of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year
are discussed below:

(a) Valuation of investment property

The fair value of each investment property is individually determined at each balance sheet date by
independent valuers on a market value assessment. The fair value is based on the direct comparison
method with reference to current sale prices in an active market for properties of similar nature,
condition or location. In the absence of such information, the valuer determines the amount within a
range of reasonable fair value estimates. In making its judgement, the valuer considers information from
a variety of sources including current sale prices in an active market for properties of different nature,
condition or location, adjusted to reflect those differences.

Judgement is required to determine the principal valuation assumptions to determine the fair value of
the investment properties.

At 31 December 2019, if the market value of investment properties had been 10% higher/lower with all
other variables held constant, the carrying value of the Group's investment properties would have been
RMB3 million higher/lower and the Group's profit before tax would have been increased/decreased by
RMB3 million.

Income taxes

The Group is mainly subject to income taxes in the PRC. Significant judgement is required in determining
the provision for income taxes. There are many transactions and calculations for which the ultimate
tax determination is uncertain during the ordinary course of business. The Group recognises liabilities
for anticipated tax audit issues based on estimates of whether additional taxes will be due. Where
the final tax outcome of these matters is different from the amounts that were initially recorded, such
differences will impact the current and deferred income tax assets and liabilities in the period in which
such determination is made.

Fair value of contingent consideration payable

The fair value of contingent consideration payable was determined by using valuation techniques as the
date of acquisition and the end of each financial reporting period. The Group uses its judgement to select
a variety of methods and make assumptions, including post-acquisition performance of the acquired
businesses and fair value of the Company’'s shares, which are mainly based on market conditions
existing at the end of each reporting period. Changes in assumption used could materially affect the fair
value of these balances and as a result affect the Group's financial condition and results of operation.

Impairment of trade receivables

The Group makes provision for expected credit losses of trade receivables based on an estimate of the
recoverability of these receivables. Provisions are applied to trade receivables where events or changes
in circumstances indicate that the balances may not be collectible. The identification of impairment of
trade and other receivables requires the use of estimates. Where the expectation is different from the
original estimate, such difference will impact the carrying amount of receivables and the provision for
expected credit losses in the period in which such estimate has been changed.

The loss allowances for financial assets are based on assumptions about risk of default and expected
loss rates. The Group uses judgement in making these assumptions and selecting the inputs to the
impairment calculation, based on the Group's past history or external industry information, existing
market conditions as well as forward looking estimates at the end of each reporting period. Details of
the key assumptions and inputs used are disclosed in the tables in Note 3.1(b).

Segment information

Management has determined the operating segments based on the information reviewed by the chief

operating decision-maker that are used to making strategic decisions. The chief operating decision-maker is

identified as the CEO of the Company.

The chief operating decision-maker assesses the performance of the business based on a measure of profit
after income tax and considers the business in a single operating segment. Information reported to the chief
operating decision-maker for the purposes of resources allocation and performance assessment focuses on
the operation results of the Group as a whole as the Group's resources are integrated. Accordingly, the Group
has identified one operating segment — manufacturing and trading of fresh fruits and processed fruit products,
and segment information are not presented.

The Company is domiciled in the British Virgin Islands while the Group operates its business in the PRC. For
the year ended 31 December 2019, the Group’s revenue of RMB1,019,913,000 (2018: RMB864,058,000)
was generated from domestic and overseas customers based in the PRC and paid in RMB, and the Group's
revenue of RMB42,854,000 (2018: RMB76,449,000) was generated from direct overseas customers paid in
foreign currencies. Most of the non-current assets were located in the PRC.

Segment assets and liabilities

No assets and liabilities are included in the Group's segment reporting that are submitted to and reviewed by
the chief operating decision maker internally. Accordingly, no segment assets and liabilities are presented.

Information about major customers

No single customer contributed over 10% of the Group's total Revenue for the year ended 31 December 2019
and 2018.

According to the provisions of the articles of association of the Group's subsidiaries located in the PRC (“PRC
subsidiaries”), the PRC subsidiaries shall first set aside 10% of the entity's profit attributable to owners after tax as
indicated in their statutory financial statements for the statutory surplus reserve (except where the reserve has reached
50% of the entity's registered share capital) in each year. The PRC subsidiaries may also make appropriations from its
profit attributable to shareholders to discretionary surplus reserve, provided it is approved by a resolution passed in a
shareholders’ general meeting. These reserves cannot be used for purposes other than those for which they are created
and are not distributable as cash dividends without the prior approval obtained from shareholders in a shareholders’ general
meeting under specific circumstances.

When the statutory surplus reserve is not sufficient to make good for any losses of the PRC subsidiaries from previous
years, the current year profit attributable to owners shall be used to make good the losses before any allocations are set
aside for the statutory surplus reserve. The statutory surplus reserve, the discretionary surplus reserve and the share
premium of the PRC subsidiaries may be converted into share capital of the PRC subsidiaries provided it is approved by a
resolution passed in a shareholders’ general meeting and meets other regulatory requirements with the provision that the
ending balance of the statutory surplus reserve does not fall below 25% of the registered share capital.

Statutory reserve during the years represents the statutory surplus reserve of the PRC subsidiaries amounting to
RMB72,661,000 (2018: RMB55,462,000).
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24 Share-based payment

A share option scheme (“Share Option Scheme"”) was approved on 16 June 2015 by the shareholders of the
Company. Share options are granted to selected employees. The options have a contractual option term of
three years. The Company does not have a legal or constructive obligation to repurchase or settle the options
in cash.

Subsequent event

After the outbreak of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (“COVID-19 outbreak”) in early 2020, a series of
precautionary and control measures have been and continued to be implemented across the country.

Due to the related precautionary and control measures taken place, the Group postponed the resumption of
production in Shandong and Hubei factories after the Chinese New Year. Therefore, the Group's production
and operation in the PRC were suspended in late January 2020 but have gradually resumed since late
February 2020.

The Group has actively coordinated relevant resources and adjusted production and operation arrangements
accordingly. The Group has also paid close attention to the development of COVID-19 outbreak and kept
evaluating the impact on the financial position, cash flows and operating results of the Group. As at the date
of this annual report, the Group was not aware of any material adverse effects on the consolidated financial
statements as a result of the COVID-19 outbreak. However, if the COVID-19 outbreak continues for a longer
period of time, the financial performance of the Group for the year ending 31 December 2020 might be
affected but the financial impact cannot be reasonably estimated at this stage.
